HOMEWORK POLICY





The work undertaken by pupils during school hours will often require further development or reinforcement using personal study time.





Learning to work independently, finding solutions to problems and practising skills learned in class are all important.





Homework should be purposeful and a natural continuation and development of classwork.   Not every homework will necessarily have a written component. It may include preparation, follow up, research or reading. In years 10 and 11, homework is often closely linked to coursework requirements for GCSE assessments.





Homework is an extra dimension to the learning activity that takes place at school, not a substitute for it.





It is important that realistic time targets are set and adhered to.  





Concerns relating to lack of homework, or poor quality, should be addressed to the appropriate line manager





Homework should be an integral part of the whole teaching / learning experience and the specific objectives of the work should be known by the teacher and pupil alike.





Each subject area shall have a specific homework policy, in line with the general guidance of whole school policy and practices.  





It will be the responsibility of the Head of Faculty to ensure that the subject specific policies are drawn up, updated, implemented and monitored.





All pupils will be issued with a Student Planner and homework timetable. 





Teachers should ensure that work is set, marked and recorded. 





Tutors should monitor Student Planners and ensure that parents have signed them.
