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· Welcomes students with asthma and recognises their needs.

· Will encourage and support students who have asthma to participate fully in all aspects of school life.

· Works towards ensuring the school environment is favourable to students with asthma.

· Expects and encourages parents/carers to give appropriate information to the school regarding their child’s asthma and to provide prescribed reliever inhaler and spacer device (if required).

· Recognises that students need to have immediate access to their reliever inhaler.

1. ON ADMISSION TO SCHOOL

1.1 All parents/carers will be asked to complete an admission form giving full details of their child’s asthma, regular medication, emergency contact numbers, family G.P. and any relevant hospital details.

1.2 Every student with an asthma diagnosis must have a BLUE reliever inhaler available for use in an emergency.

2. SAFETY AND STORAGE OF ASTHMA INHALERS
2.1 Throughout  years 7 to 13, reliever inhalers should be carried by individual students.  A spare inhaler, clearly labelled with the student’s name will be held centrally in school.

2.2 Parents/carers will be notified if the spare reliever inhaler has been used during the school day.

2.3 It is parents/carers responsibility to ensure medication is in date and replenished as necessary.

2.4 Reliever medication is very safe.

2.5 Inhalers should not be stored where there is excessive heat of cold.

3. EXERCISE AND ACTIVITY
3.1 Students with asthma are encouraged to participate fully in all P.E. lessons and sports activities.

3.2 Some students with asthma may need to use the reliever inhaler during exercising.

3.3 Reliever inhalers must be readily available at all times, including during all off site activities.

4. ASTHMA ATTACK

4.1 It is important that all staff know how to deal with a student experiencing an asthma attack.

4.2 In the event of an asthma attack school staff should follow the procedure outlined in ‘The Asthma Attack Flowchart’ (see appendix 1).  This flowchart should be visibly displayed in staff room/first aid areas/P.E. hall.
5. TRAINING

5.1  All staff should access asthma awareness training and receive regular updates so that they recognise and know how to manage a student experiencing an asthma attack.  Staff will receive training to enable them to know when and how to call and ambulance and what to do whilst waiting for the ambulance to arrive.
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
